The restoration and maintenance of the 
Historic Woolsey Cemetery is an ongoing 

project. Ground Penetrating Radar Systems 
located unmarked graves both inside 

and outside of the cemetery fence. 
We are committed to honoring the lives and 

stories of those who are buried there.

 Once restored, the Historic Woolsey Church and
Annex will provide gathering places for 

community, educational, civic, literary, and
cultural arts programs and events for not only 

the community of Woolsey, Georgia, but 
also for Fayette County and surrounding areas.

Landscaping includes a memorial garden 
where the unmarked graves are, providing 

a place for reflection. White-flowering, 
heirloom plants sourced from local 

families will be planted in the garden.
