What Your Editor Saw 

and

What is to be Seen.

It was the pleasure of your edi 
tor to spend two days recently at 
the Exposition.

The expostion is to the U. S. 
what the World’s fair was to the 
World, indeed it must be some 
thing tthnt the South should feel 
proud of, and every Georgian 
should feel congratulated on hav 
ing such a  grand display and exi- 
exibit on Georgia’s soil the Empire 
State of the South.
The last of of the exhil i b  are ar 
riving and after they are placed 
in position and the work on the e- 
lectric fountain is finished the 
Exposition will be given a few more 
touches and will then stand com 
plete in every way.
The Exposition is in every respect 
what tbe Southern Press represents 
it to be.
The old Liberty bell is at home to 
its friends in the Pennsylvania 
building. Aft?r entering the 
grounds my steps were first direct 
ed toward tbo Pennsylvania build 
ing that contained the old bell, and 
thero itwas with hundreds around it 
During the day a solid line of peo 
ple passed upthe long steps to the 
Pennsylvania building and pressed 
around the relic. Some patted 
■ml fondled the bell some kissed 
-is brazen sides and others took 
one look, brushed away a tear of 
love, turned, and’passed out of the 
vestibule. All who visited the 
grounds stepped in to see the prec- 
iuus relic. They carefully exam 
ined the cruel break, und with the 
tenderness of a mother who cares 
ses her wounded child, pressed 
their hand gently against the si 
lent messenger. Old soldiers stood 
silently by and looked upon the 
symbol with all the devotion and 
lovejthatjone can hayc for home 
und country. The bell hung in Bi- 
lent repose. The old clapper was 
idly swinging in tha breeze and 
the starred! sides uttered not a sin 
gle tone of the theme most, sacred 
to its heart. W’hile the crowds 
viewed the bell many were the ex 
pressions of love and vows of pa 
triotism that [were spoken. The 
grand old state of Georgia—the 
Empire State of the South is mak 
ing n wonderful exhibit in the 
state building. Rich in resources 
and teeming with minerals and 
vast water supplios, she has been 
placed in the front-rank of civil 
ization and progress among tbe 
States of the world. Very little 
indeed, does a Georgian know of 
his state who believes there is an 
other place in all the world that 
is as full of promise and afl rich 
in realization. In the state build 
ing has been arranged an exhibit 
that will compare moat favorably 
with any that is to be found on the 
grounds. The decoration of the 
building is exceedingly ornate on 
the products of the noil of the 
states are placed in the borders 
of the decorations. The lines of 
the first floor are covered with 
corn and sheaves of wheat and 
oats. Long tics of burlcy are 
hung about in endless profusion 
and cotton bolls are tacked about 
at intervals. It is folly for any 
Georgian to say thut other states 
raise a better or a more varied 
fruit crop. Wa have peuches as 
large us can be produced in Cal 
ifornia and many’timesjmore lus 
cious. They are the best that*ure 
to be found unywbere in the coun 
try and the industry is fast ma 
king for the state a great reputa 
tion. Pears are just as good as 
the peaches and the time is com 
ing when the fruit dealers of 
tb - state will rank highest among 
t iiiiers. The state building is 
full of many classes of exhibits 
and the different cases are well 
arranged and tastefully decorated,

The state takes a prominent 
place in the order of exhibits on 
the grounds and has attracted a 
threat deal of attention The next 
place of interest was the Art buil 
ding. There one can 6ee some of 
the finest art of America. Bedec- 
ted on every sid« the walls greet 
the visitors eyes. The California 
building contains many fine ex 
hibits from the far west. The 
womans building is indeed an at 
traction and ornament to the 
grounds. In the machinery buil 
ding the finest machinery of the 
New England states can be seen 
in operat nn. There are several 
other buildings too ^numerous to 
mention with many attractive ex 
hibits. It dosn’t cost the visitor a 
cent to see the ab'Jie named. A

mistaken idea prevails that it costs 
to see ull these; the tiling that 
costs is the side shows. A visitor 
can spend two days and then not 
see all the exhibits that are to be 
seen fiee. Thero aro many for 
eigners at the Exposition. The 
Chinese village has several Clijnese 
women and children. The mexi- 
oan villngo many Mexicans. The 
Indian village has several Indian 
women and children who dance the 
war dunco sing and talk in their 
own language. They have a wag 
on thnt was made in the fifteenth 
century, and several other things 
made by the Indians. Thsre are 
many reasons for visiting the Ex 
position, it lncrea«es our Patriotism 
the best of all feelings in young 
and old. To see Georgia’s manu 
facturing exhibit, Tennessee’s 
coal display, Florida’s fruits and 
Virginia’s historic relics, is enough 
to rouse onr highest and noblest 
feelings of state pride and patriot 
ism.
